¥ Let God talk to you by reading His Word. You can read through the Bible each year in just 15-20 minutes a day.

Recall facts, test comprehension with questions, expand understanding by paraphrasing, and make
applications.

¥ In addition to your Bible reading, include praying, singing hymns and spiritual songs, and memorizing Bible verses.

The Power Of Praise

Can you remember being honored for an accomplishment? Do you recall the joy of the moment and the
instantaneous desire to try harder? We all thrive on praise. Children are no exception, and of all people,
need encouragement even more as they grow in their relationship with the Lord. The Accelerated
Christian Education program has several features that are tailor-made to give parents opportunities to
inspire, encourage, and motivate their children. Because students are placed in the curriculum at their
performance level and concept mastery is tested unit by unit, their actual progress is easily measured.
This desirable feature provides a "reality check" so that parents can recognize and reward genuine
achievement.

The first step parents often need to take in rewarding achievement is that of assessing when, where,
and why they are praising their children. Awards given for academic and athletic accomplishments often
overshadow awards given for character. While educators and parents should and do recognize that the
excitement of academic awards is an integral part of an educational program, spotlighting some very
important skills and abilities, they must remember to keep "first things first." Neither academic
achievement nor athletic prowess can be the foundation for even more important endeavors such as
the development of Christian character and spiritual growth.

Here is where you as a parent can make all the difference by releasing the power of praise. What do
you want to see in your children? If you want to see Godly character, you might ask if you take time to
praise such behavior at every opportunity and as enthusiastically as you praise other aspects of their
lives. When you speak with your children privately about their relationship with the Lord, remember to
praise, encourage, and promote Godly character and other admirable spiritual goals in life. These are
the achievements that are greatest, and will pay eternal dividends.

The Accelerated Christian Education program incorporates several valuable communication tools that
provide opportunities for praise. Among these are the Progress Report, Homework Assignment slip,
and Congratulations slip, as well as the Goal Card and Progress Chart.

The Homework Assignment slip, Congratulations slip, and Progress Report come to your home
regularly and present significant occasions for special praise. When helping your child with homework,
hold questions and negative comments for later. To stay current with the Goal Card and Progress
Chart, you will want to visit the Learning Center.

It is easy to automatically "put on the brakes" and criticize when a child does wrong, but without the
counterbalancing power of praise to motivate the child to keep trying and accelerate, he can become
discouraged and lose incentive. Use the special features of the Accelerated Christian Education
program to honestly praise Godly character, positive attitudes, and commendable effort.

When a certain man went to Jericho from Jerusalem and fell among thieves, was stripped and
wounded, a certain priest came his way, saw him, and may have even had sympathy for this hurting
man but passed by on the other side. A Levite came by who may have felt

empathetic to the manOs pain; yet he passed by on the other side. A certain Samaritan came his way,
saw him, had compassion on him, bound up his wounds, and took him to an inn. The Samaritan was
good in that he DID something about the man's need.
